• Since July 2005, the Substance 

Abuse Coordinator has been 

referred 55 different individuals...

• There was a 25% recidivism rate for 

those offenders who did not follow 

through with initial recommendations.

• There was an 11% recidivism rate for

those who did follow through with  

initial recommendations.

• Treatment recommendations most 

commonly made are substance 

abuse counseling, mental health 

counseling, 12-step programs (NA & 

AA), and employment referrals.
